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The Lahaina Heritage Museum, 
located on the second floor of the Old 
Lahaina Courthouse, is one of Maui’s 
major attractions. The historic building 
has served as a jail, a police station, 
a post office and a courthouse. The 
courhouse showcases interactive 
exhibits, artifacts, photographs, videos 
in the first floor video theater, and live 
demonstrations, all giving the visitor 
a true sense of Lahaina’s rich culture 
and vibrant past.
